What is Upanayan (upanayanam), Yagyopavit (yagnopavitam)?
It is a ‘Upanayan sanskar’ (thread ceremony).
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It’s initiation, investiture of ‘Sacred Thread’.
Wearing yagnopavitham first-time with puja.

While ‘First time wearing’ it, a ‘Sacred Thread ritual prayer ceremony’
puja is being conducted on a ‘Upanayana Shubh Muhurat’ (i.e. good day).

Who wears the Upanayana, Yagopavitam (sacred thread ceremony)?
A brahamachari during this ceremony receives a sacred thread, that is
called Yagnopavitam. This Yajiiopaveetam that he wears for the “first time’
perming puja (prayers of thread ceremony).

It is done on a particular year and tithi ‘Yagyopavit Sanskar Shubh Tithi
Muhurat’. That is, on an auspicious date, thread sacrament puja is being
performed.

Which are different names of an Upanayana, Yagopavitam?
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In Sanskrit it is called TATIAIT, TATIATTH Yagyopavit, Yagyopavitham.

In Sindhi it is called Janya (Janyaa STTOIT, “Janyo Paaein STTOTT Cﬂé'U;r’ means

‘to wear first time a sacred thread’.).
Yagyopavit is also called Upanayan — Janyo - Janoi - Janayu — Janeu,
Yagyopivit - Yagyopavitam — Upavit — Munja.

How many samskaras - Hindu ceremonies are there?
Which samskaras are observed by the Hindus in Bharat (India), HK and
globally?

Among the sixteen sacraments ‘Solaha Sanskar’, most of the Samskaras
(ceremonies) are observed in Bharat (India), HK and globally; except the
Sanyas.

When to observe Lunar Eclipse?

If Lunar Eclipse is visible during Umbral Phase, then one can observe it. Most
Hindu Panchangs, Tipno, Parva-Patrika, Calendars provide such eclipse
information. Chandra Grahan is considered even if the Moon is not visible due
to cloudy weather or some other weather conditions. But, if the Chandra Grahan
(eclipse) does not occur (not visible in ones city), then there is no need to
observe that eclipse.

When Sun and Moon Eclipse (Surya, Chandra Grahan) occurs in one
month, its understanding? Which types of the eclipse are there?

“The effects of the eclipses will find manifestation in the countries through
which the eclipse passes. If two eclipses of course one solar and one lunar
occur within 14 days, there generally will be national...”.

“A scientific understanding of any phenomenon starts by sorting the available
observations into appropriate grouping based upon some fundamental
characteristics”. “The basic phenomenon is subdivided into different types”.
The terms of the eclipse are : (at perigee, at apogee, a total eclipse, an annulus,
an annular eclipse, grazing eclipse, solar eclipse, lunar eclipse, partial eclipse,
insects, avadanids).
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Sun Eclipse occurs on the 30" digit of the moon i.e. Aavasya-Umas which falls
on (Undhai-Vadi-Krishna Paksh) during day of the dark fortnight. Moon
eclipse occurs on the 15" digit of the full moon - Pornima (Sahai-Sudi-Shukla
Paksh) during bright fortnight.

Sun, Moon and Earth coming in a straight line configuration; in brief, let us
know a little about eclipses of moon and sun to understand the phenomenon :

Solar eclipse occurs when the moon is in line between the earth and the sun.
The moon casts its shadow on the earth’s surface and obscures some parts on
the sun. The proportion of the sun being blocked depends on the position of the
observer on the earth. When only the moon’s penumbral shadow strikes the
earth, a partial eclipse of the sun is observed. However, if the moon’s dark
umbra shadow sweeps across earth’s surface, a total eclipse of the sun is
seen. Sometimes the moon is further away from the earth and its umbral shadow
is not long enough to reach the earth. The moon appears smaller than the sun
and cannot completely cover it. Instead, the “antumbral” or negative shadow
reaches the earth. If one is within this shadow one will see an eclipse where a
ring or “annulus” of bright sunlight surrounds the moon at the maximum phase.
Those within the penumbra would observe a partial eclipse.

Meaning of The significance of Moksha of Grahan in Sanskrit dictionary reads,
“In astrology, the liberation of an eclipsed planet, the end of an eclipse”.

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What are the ‘precautions’ and ‘remedies’ to take during eclipse?
Which are precautions during an appearance of a lunar and Solar eclipse
(Chandra aur Surya Grahan)? Which are the precautions believed to take into
consideration before and after an eclipse ends (i.e. grahan moksha)?

The following are the precautions during a Sun and Moon Eclipse:

It is believed, to avoid an adverse effect during eclipse as well as during
chaya i.e. sutak-kaal (shadow time of an eclipse) :

1. 1) Pregnant ladies - expectant mother and father should avoid using the
knives, scissors, nails, hammers, sharp things. And in particular mother
has to observe other precautions as well.
2. 11) One can recite, can sing the glory of the God, listen to the holy verses
or chant mantras.

Note : 1) If the eclipse is not visible in any particular place. Then no need to
observe that eclipse.

2) To observe the main time duration of an eclipse from start till end in
particular including sutak time.

When the Sutak kaal — chaayaa (shadow) of the Sun and Moon Eclipse begins?
3) To observe shadow of Solar eclipse 12 hours before the eclipse begins. And
for moon 9 hours before the eclipse.

*4) Hindu observance: One Sunrise to next Sunrise is one day. Whereas there is
another system in which after 12 (24:00) hour, the date/day changes. If Lunar
Eclipse starts before midnight but ends after midnight i.e. it covers two
different dates on Gregorian calendar.
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What are the do and not to do things during a Lunar Eclipse?

e Depending on the type of eclipse, pregnant women should exercise
caution during grahan and graham sutak - chhaayaa.

o Fresh food preparation, after the eclipse ends. It should be consumed after
taking a bath.

e In case, the food is to be prepared beforehand and needs to be stored; put
a darbha (durvaa) grass in the food before storing it.

o To take care for activities such as meal eating, drinking during an eclipse,
sutak kaal as advised.

e Which mantra to say for flow of a positive energy? Gayatri mantra. Ishta-
dev Mantra.

o Chores such as knitting, sewing and use of knives and scissors and sharp
objects possibly should be avoided.

o Belief is that an eclipse is considered to be time to practice spirituality,
gain religious and spiritual elevation.

Which mantras to recite at the time of the eclipse of a Sun and Moon?

the stellar sphere, and having become immortal through drinking the Amrita,
has ever since wreaked its vengeance on the Sun and Moon by occasionally
swallowing them; while at the same time the tail of the demon became Ketu
[g.v.] and gave birth to a numerous progency of comets and fiery meteors; in
astronomy Rahu is variously regarded as a dragon’s head, as the ascending node
of the moon [or point where the moon intersects the ecliptic in passing
northwards], as one of the planets [graha], and as the regent of the south-west
quarter [Laghu]”. “An eclipse or (rather) the moment of the beginning of an
occultation or obscuration”. Whereas Ketu in astrology is mentioned, a
decending node.

When Sindhi Teejri Vrat occurs annually ?

Teejri - Sindhi Savan Mahine Ji Undhai Teeja :

Usually, Teejri vrat pooja comes three days after Raksha Bandhan (Rakhi — Rakhri) and five
days before Sri Krishna Janam.

Traditionally, Teejri Vrat (Tijri Fast) occurs on the Teeja Tithi - Trittiya. It is celebrated on
the third day in Bhadon Badi (Baddo Vadi Undhai).

The Sindhi Savan Mahino Teeja —
right after the Rakshabandhan, Full
Moon during august or september
when the 3rd digit of moon, Krishna
Paksha - Darker Fortnight is there;
Teejri is observed every year.

How Teejri Vrit is observed?
Which are customs, rituals of
Teejri fast?

The following are the rituals,
traditions of Teejri Fast prayer
festival among Sindhis.

Sindhi Teejri Vrita Ja Reet-Rawaj
(Sindhi Dinu)

Sindhiyun Niyariyun and Suhagin Jo
Vritu Parva Celebration steps:-
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What is ‘Asur’? What is done in Asur?

1. Asur Karan (Waking up before dawn to consume the food) :
On this festive day, they wake up before the dawn to perform a ritual called 'Asur’
and consume the food intake. They clean their mouth by biting a twig called ‘Musag’.

What is applied on hands in Teejri prayers? Who uses mehendi on Tijri?

2. Mehendi Lagain for Teejri vrat (Applying Heena on the palms) by Niyani — Kumari
Kanya (Spinster) and Suhagins (Married)

Traditionally, either on the Teejri day or on the eve (i.e. one day before Teejri), single
(kumara - spinsper) and married women adorn their hands with the ‘mehendi’.

Which goddess is prayed on the Teejri pooja day? Who is Gauri Ma? What they do
offer on Tijri pooja?

3. Gouvarja - Teejri Mata Pooja in Pingho (Goddess Prayers)

Then, next step after asur is that, in the morning, spinster and married women visits to the
Brahmin’s home to offer prayers to Teejri Mata. For prayers, they offer ‘Sharbat’ i.e. sugared
water to the Teejri Mata plant in the Pingho (while swinging it). During the course of the day,
women’s fasting and singing takes place.

Where? Who recites the katha (story) of Teejri - Teej Vrat Pooja festival?

4. Akhani - Teejri Katha Budhan Brahmin Je Ghar Mein

(Listening Story at Priest Home)

As the evening approaches, spinster and married decorates a ‘Pooja Thali’ and themselves
with bright bridal colours. The Brahmin’s wife or otherwise, Maharaj (priest) he himself
recites the Katha of Teejri; after which continuing their fast; they consume water ONLY,
until they see the moon. Thanks giving takes place towards prayer performing Brahmin’s
wife and or for brahmin.

What is Argha? What it means? To whom it is being offered?

5. Chand Khe Ark-Diyan ‘Arug’ (Moon Prayers) an oblation by : Niyani — Kumari Kanya
(Spinster) and Suhagins (Married)

Sanskrit word arghya : ““a particular act of homage to the moon”. Sindhi word is ‘Argh’.
Arghyam: Sanskrit dictionary reads, “a respectful offering or an oblation to a god or
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venerable person”.

Argh-Diyan: At night, on seeing the moon, they make their offerings of ‘Arug’. They use
“Pooja thali’s” (Katcho Khiru-Raw Milk, Katcha Chawan-Raw Rice, Water, Sugar and
Flowers) to the Moon. Diya and Agarbatti is also offered while praying. And sametime
reciting prayers to moon for the Longetivity of their respective husband and also for eternal
marital bliss. Then they break their fast i.e. fasting concludes.

Who is niyani — kumarika in tejdi vrat?

Niyani — Kumari Kanya (Spinster)

They observe this fast to be blessed for good husband and for a successful and happy
matrimony.

When food is consumed after Teejri vrat?
6. Satvik Khadho Khain (Traditional food consumption) After observing Teejri fast

rituals; fasting girls, ladies consume the food.

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JHULELAL TIPNO - PANCHANG (ALMANAC) |
= ASTROLOGY IN BRIEF /

Panchang contains five different parts named as Tithi. Vaar. Nakshatra, Yog & Karan. And Tipno (Aimanac)

consists of 3 parts named as Tithi, Vaar & Nakshatra. Except the 5 parts in panchang there are planets, its motion in
different signs (rasis), sink & rise, etc. are mentioned. Here brief knowledge is provided for ready reference :-

TITHIS : Tithis are 30 in a month with 360%. Every Hindu Month has 2 Fortnights. 1) Shukla Paksha-Bright Fortnights is
also called as Sudi/Sahai/Sahayun, 2) Krishna Paksha-Dark Fortnights is also named as Undhai/Undhayun?Vadi/Badi.
Both Fortnights have the 15 Tithis (days), but it may vary as per the duration of the Tithi. The brighter days of Shukia Paksha
is from Ekam/Pratipada/Parva to Poranmasi/Pocnam (Satyanarainl on th Poonam day we can observe Full Moon. But when
Moon rotates & comes near to the Sun by completing 180%from 1 Digit — 1* Tithi to 15" Digit-Tithi Umas/Amavas/
Amavasya it has darker days-Krishna Paksh. Chand/Chandrama-New Moon is visible mostly on the 1 Digit-1" Tithi (Ekam)
of the Moon or on the 2™ Tithi (Beeja) of Shukla Paksha. Following are the tithis (Digits of the Moon) with different names :-

The festival of lights is celebrated in the month of Kartik ( october and november ). Besides India, it is a
national holiday in Fiji and Trinidad. Deepa means lamp and Avali means rows so deepavli means a
fastival where we have " row of lamps". Amongst the many stories behind the festival, two are most

popular.

For some ( more North ) it is the celebration of the triumphant return of Lord Ram to the Ayodhya after
killing Ravana. During the festival, people light rows of oil lamps along houses and windows to welcome
Lord Ram and Sita home. '

For others it is the celebration of the death of the titan of hell, Narakasura ( N ), at the hands of Lord
Krishna. The story of N ( son of earth ) written in the Sabha Parva of the Mahabharata. By virtue of boons
received from Brahma and Shiva, he conquered and plundered the earth and hell. He carried away 16,000
fair daughters of the gods and imprisoned them in his harem. N robbed the earrings of Aditi, the mother of
all Gods. Left with no choice the Gods requested Lord Krishna to kill N. In a fierce battle the Lord killed
N. After his death his mother prayed that her sons downfall might be recalled by the world as the day when
good triumphed over evil. :

Businessmen worship goddess of wealth Lakshmi, on diwali. They seek her aashirwad to be blessed with
more wealth. Some of you might wonder whether it is wrong to do so. No where in our philosophy is
earning money considered an evil activity. What is important is the proper use of this wealth and the
killing of desires. Unfortunately, western education has made us obsessed with acquisition of materialistic
objects ( there are many pluses of education too.) The Rishis felt that even when we busy earning money,
we should think of God, hence the worship of goddess Lakshmi.

Like other festivals, this one too relates to man overcoming ignorance and ego to attain realization. The
darkness of the night represents the desire-ridden ego, which causes the mind to get agitated. The 16,000
damsels represent the desires that arise in an egoistic man. All desires cannot be fulfilled.

Approaching Lord Krishna to kill N shows the lack of ego on their part. When in trouble the mighty gods
had no problems in approaching Krishna. For a man to overcome desires he has to look inward. Desires
get killed one by one. This is represented by the fireworks on the night of Diwali. With dawn, the darkness
is over, all ignorance removed and desires destroyed. We get up before dawn, apply oil for a holy bath to
wash out the contamination caused by N. The bath at dawn indicates the cleansing of the egocentric desires.

In Maharashtra the festival of Bhaubeej is very popular. It is similar to raksha bandhan except that the
reasoning behind it is different. The sister worships her brother with a Arati. The brother stands for Krishna
who did the noble deed of killing N. Before stepping into the special square, lined with various designs in
corn powder, to receive the worship, the brother taste a particular bitter fruit ( Karith in marathi ) which
Krishna is said to have tasted before setting out for the kill.

Some of you might argue that the origins of these festivals are deep rooted in our mythology. But a myth, it
may be noted, is no yarn. It was Ruskin who described the myth as a story with a meaning attached to
it other than what is apparent, and a characteristic feature of it, he went to add, is something
extraordinary about its circumstances.

All the stars in the universe rotate and revolve, but they are millions of miles away from us so
they appear stationary.

The path on which the sun appears moving is Ecliptic path (%‘lﬁqﬁ) I.e. the circle of motion.
Actually it is not the sun but the earth is revolving round the sun. It completes its revolUtion within a
year (i.e. 365 1/4 days). When it rotates round its ownself the day and the night occur. The side of the
earth which is before the sun causes day there but on its other side there appears night. This rotation
of the earth is completed within 24 hours.

In the ecliptic path there is a belt of 9° in the north and 9° in the South which is called zodiac

basis of which the name of a child is fixed.

Vedic Astrology is a branch (anga) of the Veda, called Jyotish, meaning 'the science of
(spiritual) light.' It is considered part of the matriarchal spiritual tradition. It must have been as
old as the earliest Veda Sakhas. The Vedic Astrology was initially Lunar Astrology. The lunar
zodiac is considered composed of 27 Nakshatras or Lunar Mansions. The days are named after
each of the Nakshatras in a serial order, repeating without end. The moon is considered the
most important astrological 'planet' and the Nakshatra is the most important sign. The moon is
considered to rule over.the mind and emotions, those parts of the self which are experienced,
and change continuously. The Moon is, therefore, considered to have a more consistent and
profound effect on a person or a society than the other astrological 'planets.’

The Vedic Astrology, Jyotish, has developed into a synthesis of Lunar and Solar Astrology,
based upon the Sideral zodiac. This is different from the Western Astrology which incorporates
only the Tropical Zodiac and is exclusively solar-based. The impact of the synthesis evolved by
the Vedic Astrology is that, in India, the astrologers take the Solar 2s well as Lunar signs for
determination of ausipiciousness or otherwise of the events that follow in one's life or the evolution
of a society. The Sideral Zodiac adopted by the Vedic Astrology is a static one in contrast to the
Tropical Zodiac followed in Western Astrology which is variable. In Western Astrology, all the signs
move a little every year in such a way that the first point cf Aries will always coincide with the Spring
Equinox on March 21. In Vedic Astrology, on the other hand, the signs are fixed. According to the
Sidereal Zodiac, on March 21, the Sun is near the beginning of the sign Pisces, and heading into the
sign of Aquarius. In Vedic Astrology, the Nakshatras are the astrological signs of the Lunar Zodiac,
which are 27. According to the Zodiac, the Moon is in a different one each day of the Lunar month.
The signs are repeated the same way the next Lunar month, and so on. In Vedic Astrology, the
Nakshatra the Moon is in, at the time of the birth of a person, is the most important sign to read his
future life, more important than the Sun sign.

Vedic Astrology is a scientific tool for predicting and understanding the destiny of an individual
or even a society. As for an individual, if the date, the correct time and the exact location, with reference
to meridian co-ordinates of birth are known, it is possible to give a very accurate prediction of his way
of life and the important events therein. This is mainly for the reason of synthesis of the lunar and the
solar signs, developed in Vedic Astrology. The Rasi-chakra, the natal chart, along with the Vargas and
the Dasas, the planetary cycles, gives a complete picture as to how one's life will unfold. It has twelve
houses related to the Sun and the Planets. The chart contains the Sun signs. Each of the twelve
Houses of a Rasi-chakra has its own chart of twelve Houses. These sub-divisions of each House are
called its Vargas. These are also known as 'harmonic’ charts. The Varga provides subtle information
regarding the particular House. For instance, the Turyamsa, the Varga of the fourth House, will provide
more information about one's home and family than the fourth House alone can furnish.

The Dasas are the planetary cycles. They divide a person's life into a series of cycles. The
period a Dasa appears in one's life is determined by one's Nakshatra. It may happen that several
Dasas of planets may arise concurrently, or overlap. How a Dasa will unfold is determined by the

\E}ositton of the rulling planet in the Rasi-chakra. “
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& Two important planets of the Vedic Astrology are Rahu (Dragon's Head! and Ketu (Dragon's\

Tail/Cauda descending node) which are knéwn as the North and the South Nodes of the Western
Astrology. Rahu and Ketu are the northern and the southern nodal points of the ecliptic path of
the Sun (as visually perceived) intersected by the path of the Moon. They are the points where
the Sun and the Moon converge to form solar and lunar eclipses. Mythologically, Rahu and
Ketu are the two halves of the Dragon which swallows the Sun at the time of an eclipse.
They are termed the Dragon's Head and Tail. Rahu is the Dragon's materialistic nature.
Whichever House Rahu occupies in one's Rasi-chakra, it gives material benefit to one during
that Dasa. In contrast, Ketu is the Dragon's spiritual nature. During the Dasa of the House it
occupies, it provides spiritual experience. Ketu is, therefore, known as the Moksha and
Jnanakaraka M@& & U {IH&TE, the indicator of enlightment and intuitive spiritual wisdom.
It may bless the individual with tremendous psychic and spiritual endowments. During its Dasa,
the individual may experience spiritual uplift, psychic powers (siddhis) and even enlightenment.

Vedic Astrologers had used Astrology, in the past, primarily to predict the most auspicious
times for Vedic rituals; or they had used their observations of the stars and planets to make
general predictions concerning large groups of people, kingdoms, results of wars among kings,
the impendancy of disasters natural or man-made, etc. Over a period of time, they began to
chart individual horoscopes. Later it has become customary to draw up the chart of a new born
baby. This has helped several parents in naming the children after the Nakshatras of their birth,
and also raising them according to the rightful path or dharma as indicated in the astrological
charts.

The Vedic Astrology, based on the Rasi-chakra consisting of 12 Sun signs and the sub-
divisional or harmonic charts numbering 12 based on each of the signs in the Rasi-chakra,
predicts, in a scientific way, all facets of one's life experience. The sub-divisional Houses, the

Surya Namaskar

Surya Namaskar is an integrated and complete Bharatiya exercise. It not only encompasses the fitness
of limbs, muscles and internal organs of the body but also promotes mental and spiritual development.
The original significance behind Surya Namaskar is obeiscnce to the Sun God, the giver of light and
warmth and on whose radiant presence is dependant all life on earth. This physical exercise is becoming
increasingly popular in Bharat. It is easy to perform and can be carried out anywhere and by both men
and women of any age. It is generally practised in early morning on empty stomach facing the sun, after
ablution.
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Technique :

Wear loose and light clothes and practice on a clean and firm surface. Follow the correct technique and
exercise within the limits of your strength, stamina and suppleness. Cultivate the habit of accuracy and
regularity. For optimum benefit mantra should be repeated either verbally or mentally before the sta:t of

each round of the exercise. each round comprises of ten (or twelve) positions, each of which is & separate
Asana itself.

Starting position (Sthiti) Namaskarasana : This is the normal standing position. Face the sun standing

upright, legs together and palms joined together in the traditional Hindu way of greeting-Namaste with
folded hands.

(1) Urddhwa Namaskarasana : Inhale deeply (Poorak) and raise the hands above the head as far as
you can bending backwards. After practice this position should resemble a semi circle. Keep the feet firm
on ground without bending the knees.

(2) Hastapadasana : Exhale (Rechak) and bend forward. Try to touch the floor near the feet. Bring the
forehead near the knees. Do not bend the legs at the knees.

(3) Eka (Vama) Pada Prasaranasana : Inhale (Poorak) and move the left leg away from the body in a
long backward step resting it on the toes and the knee. Keep the hands and the right foot firm on the
ground in one straight line. Bend the head backwards, try to look upwards.

(4) Dwipada Prasaranasana : After inhaling in the previous position, hold the breath (Kumbhak).
Move the right leg from the body and keeping both feet together and knees off the floor, rest on the
hands. Keep the body and the arms straight.

(5) Sashtanga Pranipatasana : Exhale (Rechak) and lower the body on the ground so that the toes,
knees, chest, hands and the forehead, touch the ground. Try to lift the abdomen and hips as high off the
floor as possible.

(6) Bhujangasana : Inhale (Poorak) and bend backward. Try to straighten the arms. Stretch the neck to
its fullest extent.

(7) Bhoodharasana : Exhale (Rechak) and raise the body. Bend the head and try to look at the knees.
The body should form an inverted "V". Keep the feet and heels flat on the ground.

(8) Eka (Dakshina) Pada Prasaranasana : Inhale (Poorak) and bring the left foot forward along the level
of the hands. Rest is same as position No. 3.

(9) Hasta Padasana : Same as position 2. Exhale (Rechak) and bring forward the right leg, the heels
and the big toes touching.

(10) Sthiti-Namaskarasana : Same as the starting position. Hold the breath (Kumbhak). Raise the body
in the vertical position and relax.

This finishes one complete Suryanamaskara. In another system a complete Suryanamaskara comprises
of 12 positions. There are two additional positions in between the above 4 & 5 and 7 & 8 positions. Knees
are bent and rested dn the floor without altering the positions of the palms and toes. Forehead is rested
on the ground. Inhale while moving backwards and then exhale completely.

Nomenclature of the Asana positions varies in some schools.

In position No. 3 of the second round of the Suryanamaskara, right-leg should first be moved backward
(Dakshina Pada Prasaranasana) and the same be brought forward in position 8, (Vama Pada
Prasaranasana). Alternatively, left and right legs be moved first in the subsequent Suryanamaskaras.

Benefits : Suryanamaskara are dynamic postures which make the body warm. They quicken the blood
circulation, tighten the skin and muscles, strengthen the lungs and stimulate the digestive functions.
Depression and anxiety can be lifted in just a few minute by stretching away the tensions which built up
in the solar plexus and chest.
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This is a set of exercises for one and all, be he a sportsman, a student, a businessman or a housewife.
Children also enjoy the easy flowing movements which enhance a general sense of rhythm and natural
flexibility. :

Meditation or contemplation with the prolonged pronunciation of the Omkar before the Mantras influ-
ences and stimulates the nerve centres in the brain corresponding to the respiratory, circulatory and
digestive systems, makes them more active, efficient and healthy. Excretory, Reproductive, Nervous and
Endrenine systems are also strengthened and stimulated in the Suryanamaskara. The different names
of the Sun God according to their meanings instil in the person such qualities as he identifies with the
supreme and meditates on those qualities during the practice.

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About Jhulelal Tipno Panchang (Almanac)

Samvatsaram - Sambat - Samvat : The era of Raaja
Vikramadutt (King) is called Vikram Samvat. There
are different yugas named as Yudhister Yug (era) ,
Vikramadatya era, Shaliwaahan.

The Hindu Jyotish Shastra (Astrololgy) is practiced
for over many years. The Hindu Jyotish Shastra has
two divisions Ganit (Calculation) and Falit
(Predictive - Prediction). The former has three sub-
divisions namely Siddhantha - systems, Tantra and
thirdly Karma. This Panchang (Almanac) Tipno
consists of five different parts that is why it is called
PANCHANG:; whereas TIPNO has three parts.
Following are five parts of panchang :-

1) Vaar (1st Part of Panchang / Tipno) : Day first of the Samvatsar New Year.
Formation is based on Hindu astrological siddhantha. Vaar (days) are added in this panchang.

2) Tithi (2nd Part of Panchang / Tipno) : Tithi is the digit of the moon. While saying the
Sankalp, the Hindu Prayers everyday tithi is recited. Tithis are provided herewith in this
panchang including time in hours and minutes. Generally there are 15 tithis in a Paksha
(fortnight). But, sometimes tithis are big (Vridhi) and small (Khaye) depending on the
waxing and waning of the moon. The fortnight (Paksha) can be brighter (Shukla Paksha —
Sud — Sahaai) and darker fortnight (Krishna Paksha — Vad — Vadi). Tithis are from Ekam to
Pornima — Poonam (Full Moon), whereas second Paksha starts from the first tithi to fifteenth
tithi — until Amaavasyaa (Umas) ].

3) Nakshatra (3rd Part of Panchang / Tipno) : There are 27 nakshatras and also the Abhijit.
Hindu Vedic Astrology has significant importance of the nakshatras (constellation —
asterism). While initiating the name of the new born child, nakshatra is the integral part.
Hindu prayer sankalp time, nakshatra is recited.

4) Yog (4th Part of Panchang) : There’re 27 yog. See the “Hindu Astrology in brief ” of this
panchang; it also can be seen in the hindi section of this panchang.

5) Karan (5th Part of Panchang) : This topic is detailed in this Jhulelal Panchang. Refer the
topic of “Hindu Astrology in brief “ as well as see in the hindi section of this panchang.

Panchang — Tipno also focuses on different aspects of astrology, characteristics of 12
different moon signs, casting of zodiac signs, mangal grahe (Mar’s effect for the considering
matrimony). One of the topic on mercury planet (budh) is covered in this panchang by my
elder brother Pujya late Shripal Parsram Sharma of Ulhasnagar; it was also printed in
panchang about during 2002-2003. My father Pujya late Shri Parsram Rochiram Sharma; and
my elder brother Pt. Maharaj Ramesh Parsram Sharma in Lucknow, Bharat (India) also
printed Parva Patrika.
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Due thanks to Pujya late Shri B.M.Bharadwaj and our elders Pujya late Smt. Satidevi (Jamna)
Sharma and Pujya late Ramchand K. Sharma.

Thanks to my wife Pooja Sharma, son Jay Sharma and daughter Bhavana Sharma for their
help in this tipno. Also I remember 1987 since that year my wife Pooja’s assistance.

I gratefully acknowledge the assistance of the following well-wishers in compiling this
Jhulelal Tipno Panchang (Almanac) :-
